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Chatting in English

The verb "to chat" means to talk (to someone) in a friendly, informal way. Today there are many places
on the Internet where you can chat. You can chat with people all over the world, in many languages and
about many subjects or topics. These places are usually called "chatrooms" and you can find thousands of
them by using the keywords "chat" or "chatroom" in any good search engine.

Sometimes you need to register to enter a chatroom. This means that you need to provide a username
and password, and possibly your email address. Your username does not have to be your real name. It
can be your nickname or any name you want (if it is not already in use). When you have your username,
other people in the chatroom will call you by that name and nobody else can use it.

Chatting is a good way to practise your *informal* English. Messages in a chatroom, are usually short
sentences. Sometimes they are not even sentences, but just a few words that are not really correct
grammatically but may be typical of the way we speak in a quick conversation with friends.

To save time, people often use abbreviations like TTYL (talk to you later) or IDK (I don't know). You can
see a list of some of these abbreviations below.

So don't go to a chatroom to practise "perfect" English. Go to a chatroom to practise casual or informal
English and find new friends. You can even use a chatroom to help improve your typing skills if you want.

There are usually two ways to chat in most chatrooms:
1. In public. (Everyone can see what you say.)

2. In private. (This is called "person-to-person” or "one-to-one" and you talk directly to one other
person. No-one else can see what you say. This is useful to chat with a friend or relative in another
country, or to have private lessons with a teacher.)

Here are some of the most common abbreviations people use:

o 121 One-to-one (Person-to-person)
o AFK Away from keyboard

. ASAP As soon as possible

o BBL Be back later

o BRB Be right back

o BTW By the way

o LOL Laugh out loud
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. M/F Male or female

. MSG Message

. OIC Oh, I see

o abbreviation: short form of a word or phrase

o informal: not formal; relaxed and unofficial

o password: secret word or code to get access to something

o nickname: familiar or humorous name for somebody

o register: add your name to an official list

. relative: someone in your family (like brother or uncle)

. topic: subject (the topic of this article is chatting)

o username: special and unique name to get access to something

ingilizce Sohbet

"Sohbet etmek" fiili, (birisiyle) arkadasca, gayri resmi bir sekilde konusmak anlamina gelir. Bugin
internette sohbet edebilecediniz bircok yer var. Dlinyanin her yerinden insanlarla, bircok dilde ve birgok
konu veya baslik hakkinda sohbet edebilirsiniz. Bu yerlere genellikle "sohbet odalari" denir ve herhangi bir
iyi arama motorunda "sohbet" veya "sohbet odasi" anahtar kelimelerini kullanarak binlercesini
bulabilirsiniz.

Bazen bir sohbet odasina girmek igin kayit olmaniz gerekir. Bu, bir kullanici adi ve sifre ve muhtemelen e-
posta adresinizi vermeniz gerektigi anlamina gelir. Kullanici adiniz gergek adiniz olmak zorunda dedildir.
Takma adiniz veya istediginiz herhangi bir isim olabilir (eder zaten kullaniimiyorsa). Kullanici adiniz
oldugunda, sohbet odasindaki diger kisiler size bu adla seslenecek ve baska kimse onu kullanamayacak.

Sohbet etmek, *gayri resmi* Ingilizcenizi pratik etmenin iyi bir yoludur. Bir sohbet odasindaki mesajlar
genellikle kisa climlelerdir. Bazen bunlar climle bile dedil, sadece dilbilgisi acisindan tam dodru olmayan
ama arkadaslarimizla hizli bir sohbette kullandigimiz tipik birkag kelime olabilir.

Zaman kazanmak igin insanlar genellikle TTYL (sonra gorlistirtiz) veya IDK (bilmiyorum) gibi kisaltmalar
kullanirlar. Bu kisaltmalardan bazilarini asagida gorebilirsiniz.
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Bu ylizden "mikemmel" Ingilizce pratik yapmak icin bir sohbet odasina gitmeyin. Giinliik veya gayri resmi
Ingilizce pratik yapmak ve yeni arkadaslar edinmek icin bir sohbet odasina gidin. Isterseniz yazma
becerilerinizi gelistirmek icin bile bir sohbet odasi kullanabilirsiniz.

Codu sohbet odasinda genellikle iki sekilde sohbet edilir:
1. Herkese acik. (Herkes ne soylediginizi gorebilir.)

2. Ozel. (Buna "kisiden kisiye" veya "bire bir" denir ve dogrudan baska bir kisiyle konusursunuz. Baska hig
kimse ne soylediginizi géremez. Bu, baska bir Ulkedeki bir arkadasiniz veya akrabanizla sohbet etmek
veya bir 6gretmenle 6zel ders almak icin kullanishdir.)
