Use of the Present Perfect Tense: Expressing actions or events that occurred at an unspecified time in the past and have relevance to the present 
Use of question tags: Seeking confirmation or agreement about an action or statement related to the present perfect 
Use of forming nouns from verbs using -ing: Creating gerund forms of verbs to describe activities or on going actions as nouns 
Use of the Present Perfect Tense: Expressing actions or events that occurred at an unspecified time in the past and have relevance to the present. 
Use of the Simple Past Tense: Describing completed actions or events that occurred at a specific time in the past 
Use of Phrasal Verbs: Expressing actions or meanings using combinations of verbs and particles.  
Use of conditional 1: Expressing possible future events or actions and their results based on specific conditions. 
Use of wish clauses: Expressing regrets or desires for situations to be different in the past, present, or future. Vocabulary for transport in the future 
Use of “Be Going to Future” Tense: Expressing planned or intended actions or events in the near future 
Use of the Simple Future Tense (will): Describing spontaneous decisions, predictions, or promises about the future.


	
	1. Warm-Up – “Guess the Picture” 
· Activity: Teacher shows pictures (city skyline, village farm, sushi, pizza, earthquake, flying car).
· Students guess the word in English.
· Teacher asks: “Have you ever eaten sushi?” / “Have you ever seen an earthquake on TV?”→ introduces Present Perfect in a natural context.
· Targeted Outcomes: ENG.8.5.R3, ENG.8.6.V1, ENG.8.7.V1.

2. Reading – Problem & Solution Cards 
· Activity: Short problem cards are distributed:
· “There was a flood in the city. People lost their homes.”
· “Living in the countryside: no cinemas, no shopping centres.”
· “Fast food is very popular but unhealthy.”
· Students in pairs read and discuss possible solutions (People should build stronger houses. / If you live in the countryside, you can …).
· Targeted Outcomes: ENG.8.7.R3, ENG.8.5.G1, Conditional 1 practice.

3. Grammar Game – “Correct or Continue?”
· Activity: Teacher gives students sentences using target grammar (some correct, some wrong). Example:
· “I have visited London last year.” (wrong → should be I visited London last year.)
· “We are going to visit grandma tomorrow.” (correct)
· “If there will be a storm, people will stay home.” (wrong →If there is a storm …)
· Students, in groups, decide: Correct or Continue. If wrong, they correct the sentence; if right, they continue with their own example.
· Targeted Outcomes: ENG.8.*.G1 (Present Perfect vs Past Simple, Conditional 1, Will vs Be going to).

4. Speaking – “Future City/Future Village Project”
· Activity: Groups design their “future city” or “future village.” They must include:
· Transport (flying buses, self-driving cars)
· Lifestyle (sports events, cinemas, technology)
· Environment (green areas, no pollution)
· Each group presents: “In our future city, people will … / People are going to …”
· Other groups ask questions using question tags: “Your city will have flying cars, won’t it?”
· Targeted Outcomes: ENG.8.8.G1, ENG.8.5.S3, ENG.8.8.V1.

5. Writing – “I Wish…” Reflection
· Activity: Students write 4 sentences beginning with I wish …
· I wish my city had more parks.
· I wish people ate healthier food.
· I wish there weren’t any earthquakes.
· I wish I could travel in a flying car.
· Volunteers share. Teacher gives feedback.
· Targeted Outcomes: ENG.8.7.W7 (wish clauses, reflection writing).

6. Wrap-Up – Phrasal Verb Challenge 
· Activity: Teacher writes 5 phrasal verbs (e.g., give up, look after, turn off, run away, set up).
· Students, in pairs, make quick sentences related to today’s topics:
· “We mustn’t give up recycling.”
· “People have set up shelters after the earthquake.”
· Targeted Outcomes: ENG.8.*.G1 (phrasal verbs, Present Perfect).
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
